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¶ Additional in-class or out-of-class investigations and papers will be required. It will be communicated in advance 
which category these may be assigned.  

¶ Additional “knowledge demonstration opportunities” may be used if it is apparent that students need additional 
incentive to responsibly keep up in class or with class assignments. Hint ʹ if I ask you to read it or do it as preparation 
for class the next day, do it.  

 

Reassessment 

¶ Students may request to be reassessed on Major Tests. 

¶ Students must follow the ARC Reassessment Policy be presenting a written reassessment request/plan to their 
teacher and parents. See my webpage. Any reassessment on Major Grades must be done after school and within 
seven days
